These steps include banning of single-use plastic items like 

straws, plastic cutlery, plastic plates etc. Bhuj Airport install 

waste recycling machines that help in crushing plastic PET 

(polyethylene terephthalate) bottles, steel/aluminum cans and 

plastic bags in an eco-friendly way. 

More Steps Taken In Swachh Direction: 

Apart from making airports free from the use of plastic, the Bhuj 

Airport has also installed sanitary napkin vending machines in
