Technical Instruction No. 96

Sub: Requirement of Technical Sanction for Operation & Maintenance
work included in composite work/capital work,

1. During one of the CTE Type inspection by Corporate Vigilance Directorate, it has
been observed that AA&ES and Technical Sanction for a capital work was
accorded by the Competent Authority. However, tender was called including of
Comprehensive Maintenance Contract (CMC) along with Capital work.

2. As per DOP Para 9.1 and AAI Works Manual Para 9.3.4, no separate AA&ES
is necessary for ARMO works for which "Action Plan” giving work wise details is
to be prepared and approved by REDs/APDs/Airport-in-Charge before the
commencement of the financial year. However, Technical Sanction will be
required for the same from the Competent Authority.

3. To avoid the occurrence of such instances, it is, enjoined upon all concerned to
ensure that if the scope of work covered under proposed tender is having both
the component i.e, capital work as well as Operation/ Maintenance/ AICMC work,
Technical Sanction shall be required combinedly for both component i.e. Capital
work as well as Operation & Maintenance work. However, AARES shall be required
for capital work only.

4. The above instructions may be brought to the notice of all the concerned for
strict compliance.
