Flying in & out of Delhi’s
IGIA set to get costlier

New Delhi: Domestic fly-
ers may soon face signifi-
cantly higher costs when
flving in and out of Delhi
Alfrport during peak hours
(5-8.55 am and pm). Additio-
nally, international first

DIAL has submitted its
proposed tariff card, inclu-
ding user development fee
(UDF), to the regulator for
approval. Currently, a UDF
of Bs 61 is levied on depar
ting passengers only. DIAL
proposes to raise it up to Rs
610 (domestic) and Rs 1,620
(international), and extend
the levy to arriving pas-
sengers too,

To ringfence air passengers
from exorbitant fare hikes,
the Centre plans to revamp
its air fare monitoring unit
with an advanced system to
detect price spikes, industry
sources told businessline.
The proposed system,
which will be developed in
consultation with airlines
and online travel agencies
(OTAs), aims to enhance
transparency and account-
ability in air fare pricing.

MARKET DETERMINED
Air fares in India are deregu-
lated, that is they are determ-
ined by the market forces of
demand and supply. How-
ever, airlines are required to
publish their fare buckets, or
reservation booking desig-
nators (RBDs).

These price buckets are
monitored by the Tariff
Monitoring Unit, set up by
the Directorate General of
Civil Aviation (DGCA).

The need for a stronger
monitoring system emerged
after air fares to and from
Prayagraj soared exponen-
tially due to the high traffic
for the Mahakumbh.

Similar trends have been
observed on routes serving
locations that host major
events, such as cricket
matches or music concerts.

According to the sources,
the proposed system will use
new mechanisms, some sim-
ilar to stock market-based
circuit breakers, to serve as
an early warning system for
detecting air fare anomalies.

The sources said that once
a route is identified as show-
ing unusual price trends, the
authorities can prompt air-

lines to add capacity to pre-
vent spikes.

TREND ANALYSIS

The system will also have
predictive capabilitics, en-
abling airlines themselves to
deploy additional capacity to
reduce fare spikes.

“We are thinking of how to
make the system more com-
puterised, replacing the out-
dated system that uses Excel
sheets with a more advanced
solution to analyse
metadata,” sources revealed.

The initiative follows an
initial review of the current
monitoring  system, which
exposed shortcomings and
possibilities for
improvement,

Industry insiders pointed
out that the highest bracket
of prices set by airlines is
rarely breached, yet tickets
often show a 100 per cent in-
crease in spot fares.

To address this issue,
sources emphasised the need
to set realistic air fare buck-
ets, which should be re-
viewed on a monthly basis.
