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AAI mulls introducing
dedicated valet parking
services at city airport

In what could be a first, the Air-
ports Authority of India (AAI) plans
to introduce a valet parking option
at Chennai airport.

Ever since the multi-level car
parking space was inaugurated at
the airport, air passengers have
detested the idea of going to the se-
cond floor of the building to board
a cab.

The idea of waiting to take a bug-
gy vehicle or walk to the parking fa-
cility, or waiting in winding queues
to go up two floors has put off many
air passengers.

Following this feedback, the AAI
chalked out arrangements to create
a second cab boarding point on the
ground level, opposite the T1 dom-
estic terminal, where the AAI is cur-
rently developing a plaza facility
with a walkway and seating arran-
gements.

Ofhcials of the AAI said, in addi-
tion to this plan, they were consi-
dering dedicated airport valet ser-
vices. At present, white board
vehicles are allowed to pick up pas-
sengers in front of the terminal, but
they must leave within a short, stip-
ulated time.

“Several people, who come to

and a second cab boarding
point is being planned
following complaints
regarding the hassle in
accessing the car parking
space on the second floor

pick up their family or see them off,
park in the multi-level car parking
space, and walk to the arrival or de-
parture hall. If valet parking is avail-
able, it would prove to be more
convenient for them. We are ex-
ploring ways in which this model
can be brought to Chennai airport,”
an official said.

Plaza work delayed further
Meanwhile, the opening of the pla-
za, which has encountered multi-
ple delays, has been deferred yet
again. It was to be completed this
month. Officials said 94% of the
work was over, and it would be
opened in November.

“We understand the inconve-
nience people go through. The pla-
za work is almost over now, and by
November, the additional cab pick-
up point will be made available to
the passengers,” another official
said.
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Green clearances
for airports set to

be made easier

NEW DELHI: The Union environ-
ment ministry has decided to
downgrade the environmental
assessments needed for all
expansion/modernisation activi-
ties of airports.

In an office memorandum
dated September 30, uploaded on
environment ministry’s Parivesh
website this week, the environ-
ment minisiry has said thatit has
received a representation from the
Airports Authority of India seek-
ing rationalisation of EC (environ-
mental clearance) requirements
for expansion activities confined
within the existing boundaries of
airports. It has been submitted
that under the flagship UDAN
(Ude Desh ka Aam Nagrik)
scheme, air travel is being
expanded to improve accessibility
and affordability, and the Krishi
UDAN scheme has facilitated
movement of agricultural produce
from remote areas to markets.

These initiatives have led to sig-
nificant growth in passenger traf-
fic and cargo movement, necessi-
tating capacity enhancement at
both major and regional airports.
It has further been informed that
such expansion work —
terminal buildings, allied facilities
(including Air Traffic Control tow-
ers, fire stations, cargo terminals)
as well as extension or construc-
tion of runways, taxiways, aprons,
and other operational infrastruc-
ture - is undertaken entirely
within the already acquired land
of existing airports and does not
involve any additional land acqui-
sition. These works are primarily
operational in nature, aimed at
improving passenger conve-
nience, safety, and efficiency in

view of rising demand, the memo-
randum states.

The representation was exam-
ined by the sectoral Expert
Appraisal Committee (EAC). The
committee observed that such
expansion activities are unlikely
to result in incremental environ-
mental impact beyond the exist-
ing operational footprint of the
airport. “Airports are already
subject to comprehensive regula-
tory oversight under Civil Avia-
tion Requirements, DGCA guide-
lines, and statutory provisions of
the Water (Prevention and Con-
trol of Pollution) Act, 1974 and the
Air (Prevention and Control of
Pollution) Act, 1981," it said

The recommendations of the
sectoral EAC were placed before
the Expert Advisory Committee,
which was of the view that expan-
sion and development activities
within the existing airport bound-
aries, and not involving any addi-
tional land, may be categorized as
B2 projects. “The EIA notification,
2006 provides that for categorisa-
tion of projects into Bl or B2, the
ministry shall issue guidelines
from time to time. Accordingly... it
is hereby directed that all expan-
sion/modernisation activities of
airports shall be appraised as cate-
gory B2 projects, provided there is
no increase in land area,” the
memorandum states.

HT has previously reported
that the environment ministry has
exempted certain sectors from
mandatory ECs. For example, the
ministry has proposed to exempt
from obtaining prior environmen-
tal clearance stand-alone cement
grinding units which do not have
captive power plants and trans-
port raw materials and finished
products either through the rail-
ways or electric vehicles.

NAVI MUMBAL: Prime Minister
Narendra Modi's pointed silence
on naming the Navi Mumbai
International Airport (NMIA)
after farmers’ leader D B Pat,
during its grand inauguration on
Wednesday, has ignited outrage
and a sense of betrayal among
Project Affected Persons (PAPs),
whose land had been acquired for
the project. Since the anticipated
announcement Never Came,
opposition leaders alleged other
names are being considered,
including that of Modi himsell.
The glaring omission during
Modi's address at the inaugura-
tion came just five days after chiel
minister Devendra Fadnavis
assured local leaders and PAPs
that the airport would be named
after Patil. Fadnavis daimed Modi
had given his “positive approval”
and the Centre would accept the
state’s recommendation, leading
to the suspension of a massive
protest planned for October 6.
On Wednesday, the local Agri-
Koli community and PAPs
attended the airport’s inaugura-
tion, anticipating a formal
announcement. Instead, while the
PM praised D B Patil as a “son of
Maharashtra” whose service to
farmers remains an inspiration,
he stopped short of confirming
the naume. As the event conchuded,
disillusioned groups of PAPs
erupted in protest, chanting
“Whose name for the airport? DB
Patil's!” before leaving the venue.

PAPs let down

“We gave our land and homes for
the project. No flight will take off
until the name is given,” declared
Prem Patil, secretary of the Lok-
nete D B Patil 27 Gaon Samiti.
Chetan Daur, the samiti's joint
secretary, said, “We had gone to
hear PM Modi just to hear him
confirm D B Patil's name. He only
mentioned his name but nothing
about the naming. Two CMs of
Maharashtra, who had recom-
mended D B Patil's name, have

been insulted.”

Patil's family also felt deeply
disappointed. “Both CM and PM
took D B Patil's name and spoke
ofhis legacy, but did not say any-
thing about naming the airport
after him. All the PAPs and their
leaders felt bad, and we too felt
bad,” said Patil's son, Atul.

Leaders of the movement are
determined to escalate their pro-
test. "We will hold a meeting with
the bhoomiputras after Diwali
and prepare for an agitation,”

warned Nilesh Patil, president of

the Agri-Koli Youth Foundation.
“Before the municipal corpora-
tion elections, we will raise this
issue so strongly that the govern-
ment will be forced to name the
airport after DB Patl”

“(Goa airport’s name was declared
by the PM during its inaugura-
tion, why not here? To even con-

Asked to comment on the con-
troversy, deputy CM Ajit Pawar
was non-committal. “Let opera-
tions (at the airport) begin first.
The sentiments of the local people
will be respected, and whatever
appropriate action is required will
be taken,” he said.

Panvel BJF MLA Prashant
Thakur said, “..Only one name
has gone from Maharashira, and
that is D B Patil's. The PM has
assured that the state’s decision
will be final.”
