While addressing the
media, the new airport di-
rector M. Raja Kishore
said, passenger feedback
will be vital for AAI and on
a real-time basis they will
take action.

“We will take steps to
provide some immediate
relief over the issues. We
will take up short-term
planning and long-term
planning related to infras-
tructure issues and try to
resolve them,” he said.

He noted that 25% of the
construction of the T3 In-
ternational Terminal has
been completed and its
deadline has been revised
to June 2026. Earlier, the
deadline was December
2025.

Mechanisms exist

As part of “Yatri Seva Di-
was, to be organised by
AAI on September 17 to
promote passenger wel-
fare, officials said there are
portals already to register
passenger feedback.

“We plan to address is-
sues raised by a passenger
and respond,” C.V. Deepak,
outgoing director of Chen-
nai airport said.

An AAl official said issues
related to infrastructure will
be resolved.

To a question on why
the passenger traffic was
not increasing in Chennai
airport and why more air-
lines prefer Bengaluru ov-
er the city, Mr. Raja Kish-
ore said, airlines operate
based on passenger de-
mand. He said, if the occu-
pancy is less in Chennali,
they would want to close
that route.

Mr. Raja Kishore also
said that there are many
software companies in
Bengaluru and the ecosys-
tem in that city is such that
many travel abroad from
there for work, thereby
drawing airlines.

About ‘Yatri Seva Di-
was’, officials said passen-
gers at Chennai airport will
be welcomed with folk
dance performances.

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NMIA: Another lotus to bloom soon

The upcoming Navi Mumbai
International Airport (NMLA)
has been almost two decades
in the making. What began as
a policy declsion in 2007 has
weathered  environmental
battles, resettlement chal-
lenges and engineering break-
throughs to finally near inaug-
uration in September-end.
This timeline retraces the
milestones that brought Indias
financial capital its long-
awaited second gateway.

The first seeds of NMIA
were sown in the late 2000,
when aviation planners and
policymakers realised that
Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj
International Airport [CSMIA)
was nearing its operational
limits, as it operates on a
single, intersecting rumway
system. By 2007 the union
cabinet gave in-principle
approval for a new greenfield
airport in Navi Mumbai. The
goal was to relieve mounting
congestion at CSMIA and pre-
pare Mumbai for surging pas-
senger demand.

2011-17: Navigating
Clearances and
Challenges

Between 2011 and 2017, the
project became a test case in
balancing wrban  ambition
with ecological and social

responsibilite. City and
Industrial Development
Corporation  (CIDCOY,  the

nodal apency, was tasked with
orchestrating one of Indias
most complex rehabilitation
and resettlement exercises.
Thousands of families in vil-
lages around Panvel and Ulwe
had to be relocated, compen-
sated and integrated intm new
howsing clusters.
Simultaneously, engineers
re-designed drainage systems
and river diversions o safe-
guard wetlands and prevent
flooding, Clearances from the
ministry of environment, for-
est and climate change came
only after protracted reviews.

2018: Tendering and
Bidding

By 2018, the groundwork was
sufficient for CIDCO to floar
tenders for a private partner
Project costs were pegeed at
over Rs16700 crore, making
NMIA one of Indias most
expensive public-private part-
nerships (PPPs). Add to this
the unresolved rehahilitation
issues and the sheer engineer
ing challenge of flattening
hills, reclaiming land and
building rumyays over creeks.
The tender process under
scored both the risks and
rewards of the project.

2019-21: Land in Sight,
Operator in Place
Fortunately, a breakthrough
came through in 2018, when
major land acquisition was
declared complete.  This
cleared the way for private

operators tomove inwith con-
fidence. In Augnst 2021 Adani
Airports Holding Ltd (AAHL)
formally took over the project,
marking a turning point, The
firm envisioned having a
single operator for Mumbais
‘twin-afrport’ system, as it also
manages CSMIA. With this,
site preparation began In ear-
nest as hills were levelled,
earth was moved and the
transformation  of  Nawvi
Mumbai into a global gateway
was underway

20Z2: Land Handover
and Full-Scale
Construction

The vear was pivotal as CIDCO
officially handed owver 2866
acres of core land to AAHL in
July. This was the green signal
that finally put heavy
machinery on site with bull-
dozers, cranes, and graders
moved in o prepare rUNWways,
taxiways and terminal founda-
tions. Across the 1160-hectare
site, the outlines of NMIA
began to emerge. What had

long been an abstract dream
now ook physical form,

2023: Visible Progress,
Bold Design

By mid-2023, construction was
over 50% complete, a visible
sign of acceleration. The global
design pedigree of the project
came into sharper focus when
renderings of the terminal by
London-based Zaha Hadid
Architects were revealed
Inspired by the lotus, Indiss
national fQower, the terminal
design promised not only
striking aesthetics but oper
ational intelligence. Natural
light would flood waiting
areas, intuitive lavouts would
EASE PASSENgEr MOoVerment
and modular design would
allow for phased expansion
over the next few years.

2024: The First
Touchdowns

On October 11, 2024, an Indian
Air Foree C-295 made the first
test landing on NMIAS south
runway, confirming that the

airstrip was ready for oper-
ations. Barelv two months
later, IndiGo conducted a
commercial validation flight
using anAirbus A320. The sys-
tems, from air traffic control to
taxiways, had moved from
blueprint to reality.

2025: Countdown to
Inauguration

By July 2025, officials reported
the project was over 84% com-
plete. The remaining months
were dedicated to rigorous
systems  checks  including
safety audits, baggage simula-
tions, and passenger-flow dry
runs. The monsoon season
tested the new dminage sys-
tems, a critical concern in a
flood-prone coastal zone. As
enrly September approached,
anticipation peaked and air-
lines have begin plaming
initial schedules, infrastruc-
ture around the airport pick
ing up pace, and government
officials circled September 30,
2025 for MMIAS formal inavug-
uration.

Marching ahead in electric

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Employees await
remittance of
Kingfisher recoveries

The official liquidator has
informed some erstwhile
Kingfisher Airlines staff
that the State Bank of India
(SBI) has not released re-
coveries from the sale of
the airline’s assets, causing
delays in payments to cred-
itors, including employees
who are classified as prior-
ity creditors. The total set-
tlement dues have not yet
been determined.

Last year, Finance Mi-
nister Nirmala Sitharaman
told Parliament that
$14,131.6 crore had been re-
covered in the Vijay Mallya
case, adding that “com-
plete money of the at-
tached property has been
restored to the public sec-
tor banks”. In February
2024, Mr. Mallya’s lawyer
told the Karnataka High
Court that banks had alrea-
dy recovered “the princi-
pal debt amount multiple
times over”, noting that
36,200 crore was owed by
the airline but more than
14,000 crore had been
recovered.

“Upon receipt of the
sale proceeds and corres-
ponding priority dues
from SBI, the official liqui-
dator will proceed to distri-
bute the dividend to the
creditors, including work-
men, in accordance with
Section 529 and 529A of
the Companies Act, 1956,”
the Office of the Official Li-
quidator under the Minis-
try of Corporate Affairs
said in a letter dated Sep-
tember 8, 2025.

The letter added that
SBI, the lead bank among

the consortium that lent to
Kingfisher Airlines’ parent
company, had not yet re-
mitted sale proceeds to the
official liquidator’s office.

There are 2,200 King-
fisher employees who have
filed claims with the official
liquidator for about 3,000
crore, a government offi-
cial said on condition of
anonymity. The total num-
ber of creditors and overall
dues have not yet been ful-
ly adjudicated.

The official liquidator
has so far released 321.80
crore towards Provident
Fund dues to the Regional
Provident Fund Commis-
sioner in Mumbai, allowing
workmen and employees
to claim this directly. It has
also realised ¥38.57 crore
from the sale of four
planes.

In response to a Febru-
ary 2, 2024 letter from the
official liquidator, SBI said
proceedings were still
pending before the Recov-
ery Officer of DRT Chen-
nai, and that it had not re-
ceived recovery proceeds.
SBI declined to reply to
questions from The Hindu.

Aviation ministry seeks comments
on regulations set out in drone bill

NEW DELHI: Flying drones with-
out registration or certification
could soon attract a jail term of up
to three yearsand finesofupto 31
lakh, under a new draft law
released by the government. The
Ministry of Civil Aviation on
Wednesday made public the Draft
Civil Drone (Promotion and Regu-
lation) Bill, 2025, and invited feed-
back from stakeholders and citi-
zens until September 30.
“Whoever wilfully disobeys any
(provisions shall be) be punishable
with a fine up to ¥50,000 or an
imprisonment which may extend
to three months or both, and for
any second or subsequent offence
with a fine up to 31 lakh or an
imprisonment which may extend
to six months or both,” the draft

states. The draft, which seeks to
replace the Drone Rules, 2021, lays
down a tougher regime for
unmanned aircraft systems. It
mandates a Unique Identification
Number and type certification
from the Directorate General of
Civil Aviation (DGCA) for every
drone. As per the draft, remote
pilots must undergo training and
obtain certification from autho-
rised organisations, while the
manufacture, sale, transfer or
operation of uncertified drones
has been prohibited.

Talking about the penalties, the
draft states, “Any person who con-
travenes the provisions of this Act
shall be punishable with impris-
onment for a term which may
extend to three years, or with fine
which may extend to one lakh
rupees, or with both.”

The law covers individuals and

entities engaged in drone owner-
ship, operation, design, manufac-
ture, import, export, leasing, train-
ing or maintenance, but excludes
unmanned aircraft used by the
armed forces or those weighing
over 500 kilograms, which will be
governed under the Bharativa Vay-
uyan Adhiniyam, 2024.

The draft also addresses
national security risks.

“Any offence involving carriage
of dangerous goods by a civil
unmanned aircraft system, or use
of a civil unmanned aircraft sys-
tem as a weapon, shall be cogniza-
ble and non-compoundable,” it
states, signalling that misuse of
drones will be treated as a serious
criminal offence.

Airspace zoning into green, vel-
low and red categories will con-
tinue, with permissions depending
on the level of risk.
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Pilot unions oppose
DGCA' data-based
fatigue system

Pilot bodies have rejected
the aviation regulator’s
proposed airline-driven,
data-based fatigue moni-
toring system, accusing it
of attempting to bypass
court-mandated duty
hours and compromising
safety, setting the stage for
another confrontation.

The comments were
part of replies submitted to
the Directorate General of
Civil Aviation (DGCA) fol-
lowing its September 3 e-
mail to airlines and pilot
unions seeking responses
to a draft advisory on im-
plementing the Fatigue
Risk Management System
(FRMS). The system, based
on airline data, monitors
fatigue-related safety risks
to ensure crew alertness.
Each airline is to develop
and monitor its own FRMS,

“The DGCA’s proposal
to introduce a parallel,
‘flexible’ FRMS framework
via a subordinate instru-
ment like an Operations
Circular is deeply discon-
certing. The proper and le-
gally mandated instrument
for such a fundamental
change in safety policy is a
Civil Aviation Requirement
(CAR), which ensures legis-
lative rigour, transparency,
and a statutory right for all
stakeholders to be heard
through a wide-body con-
sultation process,” the Fed-
eration of Indian Pilots
(FIP) wrote in its reply, re-
viewed by The Hindu. It
warned that such a move
could result in “degrada-
tion of safety”.

The objections come
months after the Delhi
High Court laid down new
limits for duty and rest pe-
riods. In its February 24 or-
der, the court mandated an

increase in weekly rest for
pilots from 36 to 48 hours
starting July 1, and curtail-
ment of night flying from
November 1.

The FIP argued the
FRMS was “dangerously
premature” for India,
pointing out that the Inter-
national Civil Aviation Or-
ganisation requires well-
trained inspectors and
adequate oversight re-
sources, and has cautioned
that without robust regula-
tions and regulatory sup-
port, FRMS safety benefits
may be jeopardised. The
union stressed that DGCA
must first demonstrate
compliance with the court-
ordered norms, which are
yet to be fully
implemented.

The Airlines’ Pilots As-
sociation of India (ALPAI)
said airlines developing
FRMS tools had failed to
demonstrate a “just cul-
ture”, citing instances
where pilots reporting fa-
tigue were reclassified as
“sick”, resulting in loss of
pay.

Both unions noted that
statistical models used in
FRMS, which combine or-
ganisational data such as
shift length with research
on sleep cycles to predict
fatigue and alertness,
could be manipulated by
airlines through selective
use of filters.

The unions have de-
manded that pilot bodies
be part of every airline’s
Fatigue Safety Action
Group as well as DGCA-le-
vel oversight committees.
