It’s the latest sign
that overseas lenders are growing more
comfortable lending to the conglomerate
as it navigates a bribery probe by the US
Department of Justice against its billion-
aire-founder, Gautam Adani.

Representatives First Abu Dhabi Bank
did not offer an immediate comment.
Standard Chartered, Barclays and Adani
Group declined to comment.

Earlier this month, Adani raised about
$750 million through an offshore private
placement bond. In that deal, BlackRock
Inc. subscribed to roughly a third of the
bonds, which were issued to fund the
acquisition of a construction firm.
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Panel to study
wheelchair
access at airport

MUMBAI: The Bombay high
court on Tuesday ordered the
setting up of an expert commit-
tee to examine complaints
regarding inadequate facilities,
including wheelchairs, for senior
citizens and differently abled
passengers at alrports across
India. The committee, which will
be chaired by retired judge of the
Andhra Pradesh High Court,
Justice (Retd) Goda Raghuram,
will also submit recommenda-
tions to improve accessibility at
airports.

The division bench of Justice
G5 Kulkarni and Justice Advait
Sethna issued the direction on
two petitions, which highlighted
serious difficulties faced by the
passengers due to the lack of
wheelchair support at airports,
especially at Chhatrapati Shivaji
Maharaj International Airport in
Mumbai.

The petitions—one filed by a
50-year-old woman with arthri-
tis, and another by a 53-year-old
man— also raised broader con-
cerns about the chronic shortage
of mobility assistance at the busy
airport.

The woman, who travelled to
Colombo with her 80-vear-old
mother in September 2023, said
she experienced severe discom-
fort when only one wheelchair
was provided for both of them.
The other petitioner raised
broader concerns about the
chronic shortage of mobility
assistance at the busy airport.

Stressing the importance of
providing adequate care to pas-
sengers in need of these facili-
ties, the division bench stated
that the expert committee would
elevate the issues raised during
the hearings and suggest guide-
lines to ensure comfortable
travel for wheelchair users.

“We are constituting an effec-
tive and useful committee. We
don't think there is anything
adverse in this. In fact, it is going
to be useful for DGCA (Director-
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April 22, 2025: HT reported
about the HC slamming
airlines for a wheelchair
shortage at Mumbal airport.

NEW DELHI: The 1GI Afr-
port Police have arrested Amit
Bhardwaj, alias Gavi (35), a
Punjab-based agent accused
of arranging fake UK visas.
Bhardwaj, a resident of Kal-
kapura, Punjab, was appre-
hended after evading arrest for
over lwo years. The case dates
back to March 1, 2022, whena
25-year-old man from Hisar,
Haryana, was stopped at IGI
Afrport en route to the UK
via Sharjah. Immigration offi-
cials found a counterfeit UK
viza in his passport,

The passenger admil-
ted to paying Bs 12 lakh for
the fake visa and job place-
ment abroad. He revealed that
Bhardwaj introduced him to
two other agents, Karanjeet and

Gurmeet, both of whom were
arrested soon after. Bhard-
waj had remained abscond-
ing despite several raids and a
nubn-thIablr warranl.

Acting on specific intel-
ligence, a police team led by
Inspector Sushil Goyal tracked
and arrested Bhardwaj from
a hideout in Punjab. He con-
fessed to receiving Rs 2 lakh
in commission lor facilitating
the fake visa. A graduate with
a diploma in multimedia pro-
gramming, he cited financial
hardship as his motive.

ast week, a yvoung pilot, operating a flight

from Mumbali, told his wife: “I am tak-

ing off for Delhi and could be home by

midnight. Or I may have to divert to
Jaipur, or Lucknow, or Chandigarh, in which
case [ will be home by morning.”

Luckily for everyone on the plane he was
flving, it did not divert but landed in Delhi af-
ter an almost three-hour delay

The worsening congestion at Delhi Alr-
port, which has been seeing average flight de-
lays of at least an hour since April 8 (when the
main runway was shut and easterlies began

to blow unexpectedly), is leading to a pressure
cooker situation for everyone, including pas-
sengers, flight crew, air traffic controllers (AT-
COs) and airport and airlines’ ground staff.
Tackling uncertainty on a daily basis 1s now
adding to their stress, and fatigue.

“When you are holding near Delhi, waiting
to land at IGIA and simultaneously keeping an
eye on when to head to the diversion airport,
evervone onboard the aircraft — crew and pas-
sengers — has frayed nerves. After the long

wait, people want to hear they are heading to
their destination and not getting diverted. The
stress and tension while waiting at a diver-
sion airport is another level with passengers
rightly wanting to know when they will fly to
Delhi and cabin crew having a tough time try-
ing to give answers when they have none. We
just wait in the flight deck to hear these magic
words: ‘“You can now take off for Delhi’,” said a
pilot, a sentiment many others echoed.

The almost fortnight-long congestion could
stay till May 5 or 6, when the closed runway
reopens, unless the wind direction changes to
westerlies (see explainer).

The understaffed ATCO at IGIA has its
own woes. “DGCA duty-time limitation for
us prescribes a minimum 30-minute rest after
working for two hours. But that's the same for
a small airport handling a few flights daily
to the mega hub that Delhi is with its major
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workload. Also, it is not defined how many
flights one controller will handle at a time and
this capacity should be defined,” they say.

While they are juggling this, one issue
troubling them is: “The Delhi ATC unit’s
canteen shuts at night and we don't get tea or
coffee from midnight to 4 am. How do we stay
alert? We make do with hot water.”

What pilots and ATCOs don’t understand
is this: When it is known that IGIA can’t han-
dle more than 32 arrivals an hour (easterly
wind time), more flights than that are being
sent to Delhi, which will lead to delays and
diversions. “Every time we act surprised,”
said a pilot.

Why Flying In And Out Of
Delhi Is A Mess Right Noy

The airport operator is facing overflow-
ing terminals with passengers turning up in
time for their flights out of IGIA. But with
the aircraft supposed to fly them out of there
either holding in air or waiting at a diverted
airport to fly to Delhi, they just spend hours
waiting at T1 or T3 (T2 is closed). The ground
staff of airlines bear the maximum brunt of
angry passengers,

When flights are delayed, incoming pas-
sengers run the risk of missing a connecting
flight from T1 or T3, which are almost 8km
apart. These passengers need to take buses —
there’s no air train for the next 3-4 years.

Airlines say they have sold tickets for
flights per the approved summer schedule for
this peak summer travel season. Cancelling
flights will mean a hit of Rs 1,000 crore for
the biggest domestic airlines.

“People have made travel plans
based on these tickets. Cancelling/re-
scheduling flights at the last min-
ute will greatly inconvenience
them,” said airline officials.

Delhi International Airport Ltd
(DIAL) has blamed airlines for
not doing so despite having agreed
earlier on.

Caught in this perfect storm are the
passengers who face delays, diversions and
cancellations, right in the peak summer travel
season. With everyone waiting for wind flows
to change their course, to go or not to go, that
is the question.

roadshows restarted

The Centre has restarted
roadshows to promote its di-
vestment plan for Alliance
Air, the regional airline. Its
effort a few years ago did not
draw much interest from the
industry.

Speaking to businessline,
industry sources revealed
that the responsibility to
conduct these roadshows
had been given to a con-
sultancy firm.

According to sources, the
roadshows, which are to be
conducted by consultancy
firm EY, are meant to ac-
quaint potential buyers with
the airline’s financial and op-
erational position.

DIVESTMENT PROCESS
“The divestment process of
the regional airline is ongo-
ing. After the roadshows, ex-
pressions of interest (EOIs)
will be sought,” several
sources said.

“The firm incharge for
conducting the roadshows
has approached a few poten-
tial buyers.”

As per sources, industry
players such as Bird Group,
Fly91 airline, and a few oth-
ers have been approached.

As of now, the airline has
been kept afloat by state bail-
outs, as its earnings are used
to pay vendors. In 2023, the
Central government infused
¥600 crore worth of addi-

tional equity in the airline.
Besides, sources told busi-

nessline, the debt is estim-

ated to be (approximately)

14,000 crore.
“The debt and a few other
liabilities have been on-

boarded after the divestment
of Air India,” sources said.
The airline’s debt is
primarily owed to Al Assets
Holding Ltd (AIAHL), fuel
OMC s and other vendors.
Alliance Air, sources said,
requires a fresh round of
fund infusion to sustain op-
erations and remain a “going
concern” until its divest-
ment process is completed.

ENGINE ISSUES

At present, the airline has 21
aircraft, of which many are
grounded due to engine is-
sues. The airline is operating
to 52 stations in the country.
It operates mainly to tier-2
and -3 cities,

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Airfare caps imposed on Kashmir

Airfare caps have been im-
posed on flights to and from
the Kashmir Valley to facilit-
ate the evacuation of stran-
ded passengers following the
terrorist attack in Pahalgam,
sources told businessline.
The civil aviation regu-
lator, DGCA, is also main-
taining a “strict vigil” on any
fare escalation, they said.
Airlines have also been
directed to increase flight ca-
pacity on routes to and from
the Kashmir Valley. “All air-
lines are cooperating, five ex-
tra flights are operating and
more will operate if re-
quired,” sources said.
According to sources, the
Ministry of Civil Aviation,
along with the DGCA, in-
formed airlines of the de-
cision, which was taken “at a
time of national tragedy”.

FAIR COST
“We have directed airlines
not to charge more than a
specified fare on routes to
and from Srinagar; these lim-
its have been determined
based on ‘fair cost calcula-
tions’,” sources told busi-
nessline.

“The regulator is monitor-
ing the situation in terms of
both fares and capacity re-

quirements. Airlines are also
adding capacity to evacuate
stranded tourists.”

According to sources, the
‘fair cost calculations’ were
based on factors such as fuel
efficiency.

The development comes
after Union Civil Aviation
Minister Ram Mohan Naidu
held an urgent meeting with
all airline operators and is-
sued a “strong advisory
against surge pricing”.

The Minister, sources
said, has assured State gov-
ernments of “full support to
facilitate the safe return of
tourists and co-ordination
with State authorities.”

He hasalsodirected all air-
lines to extend full co-opera-
tion in transporting the de-
ceased to their respective
home-States.

AIRLINES’ SUPPORT
Airlines, for their part, have
waived certain additional
charges to support passen-
gers flying to and from
Srinagar.

“Guests booked to travel
on Air India Express flights
to or from Srinagar until
April 30, 2025, are being
offered the flexibility to res-
chedule their travel with a
complete waiver of date
change fees and fare differ-
ences,” the airline said.

“Guests may also opt to

cancel their bookings and re-
ceive a full refund to their
original mode of payment,”
itadded.

Air India Express con-
nects Srinagar directly with
five destinations —
Bengaluru, Delhi, Hydera-
bad, Jammu and Kolkata —
operating about 80 flights a
week.

IndiGo has also waived
cancellation and reschedul-
ing fees to support passen-
gers travelling to and from
Srinagar. The airline also ad-
ded two flights from Mumbai
and Delhi to Srinagar, over
and above the regular
schedule.

Several measures were un-
dertaken at the Srinagar air-
port to ease travellers’ move-
ment, such as setting up of a
control room to monitor the
smooth transition of passen-
gers and facilitation, co-
ordination with State gov-
ernment and airlines, setting
up a city-side facility to seat
waiting passengers.

“All the escorting families
of victims are being taken
care of with due respect and
serving of refreshments in
reserved lounges. All the ba-
sic facilities are being
provided in the terminal
building while keeping the
flight operations on time so
that terminal is not conges-
ted,” the ministry said.

SRINAGAR/JAMMU: The Pahal-
gam terror attack that killed 26
people, almost all of them tour-
ists, has set off a scramble
among an estimated 200,000
tourists in Jammu & Kashmir to
exit the Union Territory.

With limited flights and
trains, and road transport
fraught with risks, authorities,
including security agencies,
were engaged in a mammoth
evacuation operation on
Wednesday.

“It's heartbreaking to see the
exodus of our guests from the
Valley after yesterday’s tragic
terror attack in Pahalgam but at
the same time we totally under-
stand why people would want to
leave,” chief minister Omar
Abdullah posted on X.

Inclement weather had
closed the road between Jammu
and Srinagar but the state gov-
ernment opened it partially on
Wednesday to help tourists
return home.

“While DGCA & the Ministry
of Civil Aviation are working to
organise extra f{lights, NH-44
between Srinagar & Jammu has
been reconnected for trafficina
single direction,” Abdullah
added on X.

“I've directed the administra-
tion to facilitate traffic between
Srinagar and Jammu allowing
tourist vehicles to leave. This
will have to be done in a con-
trolled and organised way
because the road is still unsta-
ble in places and we are also
working hard to clear all the
stranded vehicles. We will not
be able to permit completely
free movement of vehicles at the
moment and we hope that
evervone will coonerate with

us,” he said.

The security establishment
deployed a three-tier security
cover along the highway to
facilitate the movement of vehi-
cles.

But the bigger challenge was
at Srinagar, the hub of flight
operations and at Jammu rail-
way station.

Civil aviation minister K
Rammohan Naidu held an
urgent meeting with all airline
operators, “Airlines have been
directed to maintain regular
fare levels, ensuring that no pas-
senger is burdened during this
sensitive time,” the ministry

said in a statement.
The statement said that spe-
cial evacuation flights

from Srinagar — two each to
Delhi and Mumbai — have been
arranged, while an official
in Srinagar separately said
seven special flights were oper-
ated for stranded tourists. “All
these flights were fully occu-
pied,” the official said request-
ine anonvmityv.

SRINAGAR/JAMMU: The Pahal-
gam terror attack that killed 26
people, almost all of them tour-
ists, has set off a scramble
among an estimated 200,000
tourists in Jammu & Kashmir to
exit the Union Territory.

With limited flights and
trains, and road transport
fraught with risks, authorities,
including security agencies,
were engaged in a mammoth
evacuation operation on
Wednesday.

“It's heartbreaking to see the
exodus of our guests from the
Valley after yesterday’s tragic
terror attack in Pahalgam but at
the same time we totally under-
stand why people would want to
leave,” chiel minister Omar
Abdullah posted on X.

Inclement weather had
closed the road between Jammu
and Srinagar but the state gov-
ernment opened it partially on
Wednesday to help tourists
return home.

“While DGCA & the Ministry
of Civil Aviation are working to
organise extra flights, NH-44
between Srinagar & Jammu has
been reconnected for trafficina
single direction,” Abdullah
added on X.

“T've directed the administra-
tion to facilitate traffic between
Srinagar and Jammu allowing
tourist vehicles to leave. This
will have to be done in a con-
trolled and organised way
because the road is still unsta-
ble in places and we are also
working hard to clear all the
stranded vehicles. We will not
be able to permit completely
free movement of vehicles at the
moment and we hope that
evervone will coonerate with

us,” he said.

The security establishment
deployed a three-tier security
cover along the highway to
facilitate the movement of vehi-
cles.

But the bigger challenge was
at Srinagar, the hub of flight
operations and at Jammu rail-
way station.

2024: Air Accidents Investigations Bureau

Investigation Bureau (AAIB) has men-

tioned situational awareness deficit
and non-adherence to Air Traffic
Controller's (ATC) instructions as among
the probable causes for the incident at
Goa's Manohar International Airport in
December 2024. The final report stated
that situational awareness deficit of the
cockpit crew and failure to fully adhere to
the air traffic controller's instructions
probably led to an Air India aircraft taxi-
ing on a wrong taxiway before aborting the

In its final report, Aircraft Accident

take-off at the Airport.

The serious incident involving an A320
aircraft of Air India that was to operate the
flight AIC2592 from Goa to Hyderabad on
December 5, 2024, and there were a total
of 158 people, including 7 crew members
onboard the plane.

After ATC cleared the taxiing of the air-
craft to the holding point of runway
RWY28 via taxiway TWY AS, the plane

received line up and take-off clearance.
However, the aircraft lined up on taxiway
TWY A which was parallel to runway
RWY28.

As the aircraft started take-off roll on the
wrong runway, ATC instructed the crew
to abort the take-off and the aircraft was
taxied back to the bay.

AAIB said the issuance of take-off
clearance by ATC likely caused the crew's
cognitive focus to shift entirely toward exe-
cuting the take-off. At the time of incident,
the aircraft was in contact with Tower on
frequency 119.4 MHz.

There was two-way communication

between both the aircraft and ATC. No
abnormality was reported in any commu-
nication system. CVR recording and ATC
recording were obtained with transcript.

"This shift may have diminished their
sitnational awareness, resulting in expec-
tation bias or cognitive overload, which
prevented them from recognising the
visual cues indicating they were at the
TWY intersection instead of RWY inter-

section,” the report said and added that
both take-off clearance was issued by ATC
and take-off checks completed by crew on
TWY E near TWY intersection.

"The flight crew did not fully adhere to
the ATC taxi instructions and failed to
enter TWY A5 before lining up. If the crew
had completed the taxi instructions and
properly entered TWY A5 before turning
for LINEUP, the incident could have
been avoided,” it noted.

Mentioning about the contributing fac-
tors for the incident, AAIB said the Pilot
Monitering (PM) was busy with head
down as he was trying to login on
Electronic Flight Bag (EFB) to bring the
display back to ‘'on’ mode to initiate the
lineup checklist and did not check the
departure runway when Pilot In
Command (PIC) was incorrectly lining up
on Taxiway A.

Also, it said the airport is not equipped
with an Advanced Surface Movement
Guidance and Control System (A-SMGCS)
which might have improved situational
awareness for ATC with this topography.

AATB has also made safety recommen-
dations in the 22-page final report, includ-
ing asking all operators to encourage their
crew to cross-check their position using the
AMM (Aircraft Moving Map) functional-
ity of the EFB, if available as an addition-
al measure alongside primary navigation-
al instruments before take-off.

EFB systems include real-time GPS posi-
tioning and airport charts along with
AMM, which allow flight crew to cross-
check their actual position on the airfield
against the plamr!mdl taxi route and assigned
runway.

According to AAIB, this verification
process is a vital step in preventing errors
such as taxiing to or departing from the
wrong RWY/TWY, enhancing overall sit-
uational awareness and safety.
