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Houses get
AAl notice

over airport

Families living arou-
nd Anna Nagar in
Secunderabad are on
edge after the Airport
Authority of India
(AAI) issued fresh
notices warning that
their multi-storey bui-
ldings may obstruct
flight paths of Begum-
pet Airport.

The notices were iss-
ued under the Centre’s
draft Aircraft (Demoli-
tion of Obstructions
caused by Buildings
and Trees etc.) Rules,
2025, published in
June, which empower
the Director General
of Civil Awviation
(DGCA) to mandate
demolition or height
reduction if structures
are deemed unsafe for
aircraft movement.

For residents, the
notices have triggered
uncertainty and
anger. “We have lived
here for more than 35
years with valid occu-
pancy certificates.
Now suddenly our
home is labelled a safe-
ty risk. Where is the
fairness in this?”
asked resident Shobha
Rani.

Another neighbour,
retired railway emplovee
Krishna Murthy, said he
had invested his retire-
ment savings into his
three-storey house.

“If they demolish it, how
will my family survive?
There is no clarity on
rehabilitation or compen-
sation.”

Residents point out that
Begumpet Airport has
been Iar%eh' inactive since
2008, when commercial
flights were shifted to
Shamshabad.

Today, the airport han-
dles only VIP, training,

and cargo flights. “When it
barely functions, why
should thousands of peo-
ple living in its shadow
suffer this fear?" asked
Sunil Vantepaka, a local
shopkeeper.

The Cantonment Vikas
Manch, which has taken
up the issue, argues that
relocating operations to
Dundigal is the only fair
solution.

“Ileg'umpetdis m‘li? of the
city's most densely-popu-
lated zones, packed with
schools, hospitals and
housing. Notices issued in
the name of safety put
poor residents at risk of

the concern, move the
operations to Dundigal,
where there is abundant
land and fewer residents,”
sald Ravinder Sanki, gen-
eral secretary of the

forum.

Under the draft rules,
property owners identi-
fied as violators must sub-
mit structural drawings
and site plans for scrutiny
If deemed an obstruction,
compliance could mean
demolition or reducing
height within 60 days.

“Two months is impossi-
ble. Families with chil-
dren, elderly people can-
not just pack up and
leave,” said homemaker
Meena Joshi, who lives in
a flagged building near
New Bhoiguda.

Residents also worry
about inconsistency. Some
say their properties were

cleared by local authori-
ties years ago but are now
being re-examined under
central rules.

“We built it with GHMC
permission. How can
another authority now
call it illegal?” said
Mohammed Saleem,
another resident.

The ecivil aviation min-
istry has invited objec-
tions and suggestions on
the draft rules, but for res-
idents of Secunderabad,
the notices feel like a
warning of worse to come.

Hyderabad: Four months af-
ter the Cantonment Vikas
Manch, an NGO in Secunde-
rabad Cantonment limits,
sent a letter to the director of
civil aviation requesting the
relocation of Begumpet air-
port to Dundigal over fears of
house demaolitions, several re-
sidents in the Cantonment
area have started receiving
notices from the Airports Aut-
hority of India.

The notices, issued from
Aug 4, seek proof of no-objec-
tion certificates (NOCs) for
their homes.

According to Vikas Manch
members, over 30 residents
have received these notices,
which ask not only for AAI
clearance but alsofor proof of
building permission from the
SCB. While many homes have

the required documents, resi-
dents living in slums —where
structures are under 133 squa-
re metres — do not qualify for
NOCsunder SCB byvlaws.,
Although the notices do
not explicitly threaten demo-
lition, residents are anxious
and uncertain about their fu-
ture. U Murali, a taxi driver li-
ving in a small one-storey ho-

use in Anna Nagar, was
amongthefirsttoreceiveano-
tiee. "1 built this house over 50
years ago, taking loans from
banks and moneylenders. My
salary barely covers family
expenses and loan repay-
ments. If my house isdemolis-
hed, where will we go? We will
be forced to live on the stre-
ets,” he said.

Apprehensions over de-
molitions emerged after the
AAl issued a gazette notifica-
tion on June 18, shortly after
the Ahmedabad plane crash.
The notification directed the
removal of structures ob-
structing airport areas but of-
fered no clarity on what quali-
fies as an obstruction. This
prompted the Vikas Manch to
request shifting the airport to
Dundigal, as Begumpet air-
port is limited to VIP and car-
go operations.

*The airport in Begumpet
operates minimally, while
Dundigal has ample land and
connectivity via the Regional
Ring Road and Outer Ring Ro-
ad. Relocating it would benefit
everyvone without affecting lo-
cal residents,” said Ambala
Srinivas, executive member
of the Vikas Manch. Sanki Ra-
vinder Babu, general secreta-
ry of the Vikas Manch, eritici-

sed the targeting of slum
dwellers. “The airport NOC
restricts buildings to 576.5
metres, vet many compliant
structures exceed this height.
Instead of penalizing those
who intentionally flout rules,
the authorities are targeting
slum residents who have done
nothing wrong. We demand
the notices be revoked imme-
diately and the airport be shif-
ted to Dundigal,” he said.

Officials, however, clarifi-
ed that the airport will not be
relocated. According to sour-
ces, Begumpet already houses
a key established base, where
air foree training takes place,
and it will not be moved to
Dundigal. “The AAI does not
have the authority to demo-
lish houses. Tt only identifies
homes that lack NOCs and re-
ports them to the authorities
concerned,” said a source in
the know of things.

The Tata Group-promoted Alr
India is set to launch an in-
house flight simulator facility
at irs Gurugram academy to
boost pilot training capacity,

The airline expects to soon
receive ory clearance
for the facility, they added.

The industry estimates that
India will require 10,000 more
pilotz over the next decade,
nearfy doubling the current
strength of around 12,000 Li-
censed commercial pilots in
the country.

At present, airlines in India
rely heavily on overseas simu-
lator facilities in the UAE,
Malaysia, and Singapore, lead-
ing to higher training costs
and logistical challenges.

Apart from type-rating
training, the facility will also
help in providing recurrent
training for existing pilots.

“As part of the facility, Air
India will inseall 21 full-Right
simulator machines.  Pilot
training on the first two sinuo-
lators is expected to com-
mence soon,” the sources said.

In parallel, Air India’s flying
school ar Amravati in Maha-

rashira is expected to take
flight soon.
